50/50 Campaign in Slovenia

The Women's Lobby Slovenia organized a public debate on Friday, March 6 2009 with the help of the Norwegian Royal Embassy in Slovenia. The event took place under the auspice of Mrs. Guro Katharina H.Vikor.


Participants were mostly Women from the Slovenian Representation of the Commission and from the European Parliament, members of the Lobby, Female Parliamentarians, Ambassadors, Representatives from the PM office and from the Governmental office for equal opportunities, academics and female Parties Groups Leaders, journalists from the biggest mass medias and other interested. The high-level participants discussed different issues, mostly linked to gender equality and participation of Women in politics, but also on environmental issues and the health and reproductive rights. The President of the Lobby, mag. Mojca Kleva presented the work of the EWL and the Slovenian Lobby and explained the current situation with Party Lists for the EU elections. The Norwegian Ambassador made a review on the fight for Women's rights in Norway and explained her position towards the quota system and work with national political parties for a better gender perspective in political programs. Sonja Lokar, the Slovenian 50-50 Campaign Coordinator presented the time frame of the Campaign and presented a special supplement of the biggest National newspaper. The honourable guest of the debate was dr. Romana Jordan Cizelj (MEP, EPP). She focused her speech on the work of a female MEP and constant strive for a more Social Europe, with issues like Gender Equality as priority. 

The Slovenian Lobby published a special supplement of the biggest newspaper (in 90.000 copies) in the country, that was issued on March 7. The supplement's main goal is to talk about Gender issues and the situation of Women in Slovenia, especially in the decision making processes and the low representation in politics. The authors are: the President of the country, the Prime minister, MEPs and female experts from different fields. Of course everything is linked to the 50/50 Campaign, with the title: Lets decide together! Our activists were delivering this supplement during the weekend (7., 8. March) at the most frequent points in Ljubljana.


From next week on, we start with round tables with female candidates for MEPs in the biggest cities of the country, because we want to promote all this issues on Local Level as well.
